	 3.		 The following items are not eligible for entry in Preserved Foods: canned vegetables, 
mustard, freezer jams or any entry containing meat.

	 4.		 Entries must be from different batches.  All entries must be home prepared by the 
exhibitor within one year of the opening date of the fair.

	 5.		 All jars must be standard and sealed.  No paraffin seals.  No freezer 
preserves.  A STANDARD JAR is a container specifically designed for canning 
purposes.  NOTE:  Jars must be sealed with new RUST-FREE RINGS.   Jar Size:  
As specified - No quarter pints.  Entries with rust will be disqualified. (Jars should 
not be cooled upside down.)
