A $100.00 deposit must accompany protests (cash, 
money order, or certified check  made payable to the San Joaquin Fair) 
or $200.00 if the protests relates to violations of State Rules concerning 
Animal Health.  Deposits will be returned if the protest is determined valid.  
If protest is upheld, the violator may be held liable for any portion of the 
direct cost incurred by the Fair to resolve the protest.

	 3.		 The Fair will make every effort to resolve protests as quickly as 
possible.

	 4.		 Exhibits involved in a filed protest will be eligible to compete until protest 
is resolved.
