Eligibility and Application Requirements:

1. Applicants must be enrolled in a San Joaquin County FFA Chapter or 4-H Club program and
participate as an exhibitor at the San Joaquin Fair.

2.The applicant must be a graduating high school senior with a current GPA of at least 2.5 and
must be enrolled in a four-year accredited college or university, an accredited community
college or an accredited trade school.

3. Submit an essay detailing the aspects of the applicant’s fair project. The paper should tell how
a project could be done from start to finish. This would include costs, procedures, technical
aspects, etc. about the project. Projects are not limited to livestock. Knowledge and
appreciation of agriculture, leadership, and citizenship will be reviewed.

4. A copy of a current transcript must accompany the application.

5.Two current letters of recommendation must accompany the application. At least one letter
of recommendation must be from a professional educator.

6. List your projects and activities that you are involved in.

Final applicants will be required to participate in a formal interview with the committee. The
time and date of the interview will be announced at a later time. Consideration will be given to
neatness and detail in the application as well as knowledge, verbal skills and presentation in the
interview.

Scholarship winners shall show proof of approved class schedule to the Friends of the Fair treasurer
for payment of scholarship which will be sent to the institution of their enrollment.
